1. Backup:  To copy files to a second medium (a disk or tape) as a precaution in case the first medium fails.

2. DMCA:  Digital Millennium Copyright Act
3. Firewall:  A system designed to prevent unauthorized access to or from a private network.

4. Hackers:  Are more interested in gaining knowledge about computer systems and possibly using this knowledge for playful pranks.
5. Netiquette:  Code of acceptable behaviors users should follow while on the Internet.

6. Spam:  Unsolicited e-mail messages sent to many recipients.

7. Ergonomics:  Applied science devoted to comfort, efficiency, and safety in the workplace.

8. Trojan Horse:  A virus that hides within or looks like legitimate program until triggered.

9. Spyware:  Is a program placed on computer without user’s knowledge that secretly collects information about user.
10. Virus:  A program or piece of code that is loaded onto your computer without your knowledge and runs against your wishes.
11. Worm:  A program or algorithm that replicates itself over a computer network and usually performs malicious actions, such as using up the computer's resources and possibly shutting the system down.
12. PATRIOT Act:  Gives law enforcement the right to monitor people’s activities, including web and e-mail habits.
13. Cracker:  Breaks into secure systems and causes damage.
14. Carpal Tunnel:  Inflammation of nerve that connects forearm to palm.
15. Green Computing:  Reducing electricity and environmental waste while using computers.

16. Computer Addiction:  When computer usage consumes entire social life.
17. Information Privacy:  Right of individuals and companies to restrict collection and use of information about them.

18. Computer Ethics:  Moral guidelines that govern use of computers and information systems.
